Abstract. The theses consider the creation at the end of 2023 by the

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Zone (SEZ) in the Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous Region (XUAR), consis-
ting of three subzones in the cities of Urumgqi, Khorgos and Kashgar (Kas-
hi). The article concludes that the SEZ XUAR has become an inlet valve
for transit rail transportation on the China-Europe route (the number of
trains amounted to 17 thousand units, which transported 1.9 million tons
of cargo). In particular, the development of transit traffic on the Chi-
na-Russia and China-Central Asian routes is also being considered. Of in-
terest is the consideration of the development of the ASEAN-China-EU
railway connection, which is carried out along the route of the ASEAN co-
untry-the seaports of the Bay of Beibu-Chongging-Alashankou border
crossing to the junction of the Russian Federation and European countries.
