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Abstract. The hand-written Qing period album on Yunnan province from the
holdings of the Academic Library of the St. Petersburg State University (tentative
production period 1830—1840s, No. Xyl. F-25) contains 76 maps of Yunnan
province and its territories with textual descriptions and pictures. Apart from the
information on administrative reforms in each area, details on lifestyles and cloth-
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ing of the indigenes, peculiar scenic spots, the texts of the studied album briefly
mention various religious practices of both Han and local population. The paper
discusses such facets of the religious life of the Yunnanese society as Confucian-
ism and development of the educational institutions, diversity of temples devoted
to Three teachings (Confucianism, Buddhism, Daoism) in the urban areas of Yun-
nan, specifics of local Buddhism and ritual practices of the indigenes, Yizu in par-
ticular. Starting from the Ming period (1368—1644) a social stratum of the Con-
fucian educated elite has emerged in Han populated areas of the province, they ea-
gerly embarked on the venture of establishing various educational institutions and
venerating Confucius along with the local officials. Merchants and salt traders par-
ticipated in sponsoring Buddhism and Daoist temples, some local ethnic groups
were involved in Buddha worship, which may be seen as heritage of Buddhist tra-
ditions Nanzhao (738—902) and Dali states (937—1253).
