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Abstract. The article examines the role of the Christian church and
Christians in the formation of the political elite, the government and the
state ideology of South Korea in 1945—1960. Author analyzes the reasons
why the Christian community gained a high social status and political we-
ight, adopted anti-communist ideology, and formed the socio-political
support of the authorities. The article examines the prerequisites, causes
and process of “christianization” of the country's administrative apparatus
during the period of the USAMGIK and Rhee Syngman's presidency. The
main factors in attracting Christians to the US military administration
were attempts to establish communication with Korean politicians, as well
as to increase the competence of USAMGIK structures. For Rhee Syng-
man, the Christian community has become a mean for building political
support, maintaining contact with the USA, justifying a tough anti-com-
munist policy, and forming an ideological base.
