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The phenomenon of worship of deified people
in Chinese folk beliefs

Abstract. The main content of this report is devoted to the phenomenon of
“worship of deified people” in Chinese folk beliefs, including its definition, histor-
ical background, classical examples, characteristics and conditions of its occur-
rence. In traditional Chinese society, the worship of gods is widespread. Chinese
folklorist Wu Bing'an thinks that the main contents of Chinese folk beliefs include
the worship of natural objects and natural forces, the worship of fantastic objects,
the worship of characters with supernatural powers, and the worship of fantastic
supernatural forces. Among them, in the worship of characters with supernatural
powers, there is a special phenomenon that Wu Bing'an summarized as “worship
of deified people (## A\) ”. This phenomenon of worship arose as a result of
commemorative events (commemoration) in honor of celebrities and heroes. Peo-
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ple created ancestral halls for deceased celebrities, and over time, these ancestral
halls turned into temples, and people began to worship these historical figures.
