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The image of the rebel
in Chinese children's and youth literature

Abstract. The evolution of Chinese literature after the 1911 revolution is con-
sidered. Before this period, Chinese literature was closely linked to feudal-caste
culture and Confucian ideology, which determined its didactic and instructive
character. In the period from 1978 to 1989, known as the “new wave”, significant
changes occurred in Chinese literature, freed from political and ideological con-
straints. Children's literature also underwent changes, aiming to shape self-
sufficient personalities in children and opening new meanings in its creativity.
Discussions on the ontology of children's literature became more active, and in
modern works about teenagers, images of rebels are increasingly appearing. An
important stage in the development of this trend was the novel “Escape from the
Sixth Grade” by Ban Ma, where the image of a teenage rebel was presented to the
reader. The hero, unusual for Chinese children's literature and society, evokes
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sympathy from the author, critics and readers. The novel reminds society of the
need to be tolerant and to challenge cultural dogmas.
