Abstract. The institution of the family in developed countries has undergone significant
transformations over the past five decades, influenced by global phenomena such as
emancipation, globalization, industrialization, urbanization, and the advent of contra-
ception. The Republic of Korea stands out as a prime example of this evolution, expe-
riencing the lowest birth rates in the last two years. This study aims to analyze the inf-
luence of economic, demographic, and social factors on natural population growth in
the Republic of Korea. The analysis reveals that government initiatives aimed at boos-
ting birth rates have proven ineffective, as they fail to adequately address the needs of
young families. Financial instability and intense competition deplete the population,
discouraging childbirth, while patriarchal corporate cultures and antiquated notions of
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family life impose pressures on women, compelling them to navigate between career
and marriage.
