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The evolution of Chinese ideas about the social,
moral and professional ideal of a diplomat

Abstract. The traditional culture of China was characterized by such phenom-
ena as the cult of ancestors, the priority importance of an example of worthy be-
havior, and the exaggerated role of form and ritual. Special role was played by the
moral and ethical teachings of Confucius, which for thousands of years to come
laid down in the public consciousness of the Chinese an algorithm for the need to
follow certain canons and imitate patterns. The evolution of these phenomena and
ideas largely reflects the evolution of the Chinese state and society itself. In this
connection, it seems important to trace the evolution of Chinese notion of the so-
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cial, moral and professional ideal of a diplomat. The author comes to the conclu-
sion that, despite the historical vicissitudes of the 20th century and the new chal-
lenges that China faced in the 21st century, in different periods of Chinese history,
a model diplomat was endowed with the same features, going back to traditional
moral and ethical values and professional characteristics: patriotism, dedication,
hardworking, loyalty, rational thinking and efficiency, human attitude and friend-
liness, honesty and integrity, personal modesty. At the same time each period adds
to them some new time-demanded qualities, and the “new era” of Xi Jinping is not
an exception.
