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“Autumn Geese” from “Handbook of Spiritual
and Marvelous Mysteries” (1425) as an example of the logic
of the musical development of Qin music of the Ming era

Abstract. This report examines the main features of the logic of musical de-
velopment of the play “Autumn Geese” from the collection “Handbook of Spiritu-
al and Marvelous Mysteries” as an example of musical thinking of Qin music of
the Ming era. “Handbook of Spiritual and Marvelous Mysteries,” the first surviv-
ing collection of pieces for qin, represents the golden fund of qin music, which has
become the source of the modern repertoire of the Guqinists. Compiled by the sev-
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enteenth son of Zhu Yuanzhang, Prince Zhu Quan (1378—1448), military leader,
playwright, musician. The collection consists of three Juan, arranged according to
the string tunings and modes of Qin. The last piece is an example of expressive
melody, corresponding to the poetic images described; also has continuous musi-
cal development. Musical development may be determined by: in the close-up, by
the plot of the poetic source, which in turn predetermines the logic of changing
sections, contrasting in tempo, texture and distribution of timbres and techniques;
in particular, by motive-melodic techniques (leitmotifs, long inventive melodies
with climaxes, repetition of motives, sequencing, etc.). The important role of mel-
ody and its development as a formative factor is noted.
