On the most important theoretical-methodological and scientific-
methodological features of historical-philosophic model of system-
synergetics' of biostrategic and geostrategic relations between Russia
and the Union state with China in the 21° century A.D.2

Abstract. The collective monograph of scientists and diplomats of the Merkulov
family “Geostrategic relations between Russia and China in the early 21* century in
terms of the prospects for the genesis of a planetary international union of a new type
for joint survival and sustainable optimal development of mankind (after the current
global crisis): historical and philosophical sketches” presents the prospect-plan for a
model of 5-volume fundamental research of the authors “Biostrategic and geostrate-
gic relations of Russia and the Union state with China on the edge of the 20" — 21
centuries A.D. (scientific historical-philosophical model of system’s synergetic anal-
ysis — synthesis — forecast)”. The new theoretical and scientific methodology of
system-synergetics of relations between Russia and the PRC proposed in the book
seems to be an acceptable conceptual basis for project modeling of interaction be-
tween China and the new Union state and, more broadly, futorological extrapolation
of facts, phenomena, processes, trends and prospects for the formation of a new op-
timal (truly good, etc.) world order, including the future of the EAEU, SCO,
BRICS+, etc. This model can be considered at its true worth as a parting word for
optimal neighborliness, friendship, mutually beneficial cooperation, equal and trust-
ing “world unionship” of a new type (in the spirit of the biostrategic and geostrategic
concept of “joint survival and sustainable optimal development of humankind to
good-humanity”), peaceful and good-harmonious co-development and mutually ben-
eficial success for the peoples of our countries. As a result, we envisage the “maxi-
mum program” (“realistic-optimistic” scenario) for the development of Russian-
Chinese and Union-Chinese relations, the realization of which can and should be
ideally strived to (despite temporary crises!) through the implementation of a number
of “minimum programs”.
