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Central Asian Media on the Situation of Migrants in Russia
and Ways to Minimize Negativity

Abstract. The paper contains a brief overview of Central Asian media
reports on migrants from Central Asian states in Russia. It is noted that the
independent media cover this issue more actively and in a more diverse
way than the state media. At the same time, despite the general restrained
tone of news reports, the number of materials that speak about the worse-
ning situation of Central Asian migrants in Russia exceeds the number of
positive materials.

The ways to improve the image of the Russian Federation as a recipi-
ent of migration from Central Asian countries are suggested.
