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Abstract. The ROK labor market remains one of the most sensitive
areas in which Yoon Suk Yeol's administration needs to take extra urgent
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actions. And despite the fact that unemployment decreased in 2022, the
challenges associated with employment problems among young people and
discrimination against working women still remain relevant. At the same
time, a negative trend continues in the discrepancy between the needs of
the labor market and the supply of labor force: in the ROK there is a shor-
tage of specialists in blue-collar specialties that the citizens of the country
do not want to work, so foreign labor migrants have to be used, while So-
uth Korean youth become unemployed without getting the desired work.
In the report, the author researches the current state of the labor market of
the ROK, the latest trends in the field of employment, and proposes mea-
sures to overcome the current situation.
